Apid is working on the project SEEWBAN (Southern East Europe Women Business Angel Network) co-financed by the European Union. 
Specifically, the project will create a consortium of Women Business Angels from Greece, Cyprus, Bulgaria, Slovenia, Hungary, Scotland and Italy. At first a research will identify the success factors and challenges of women business angels and then it will propose concrete measures to overcome obstacles and increase business angels in Europe.

An important role will be given to increasing the skills of the new Business Angels through training sessions and mentoring. At the same time, we will also work with women entrepreneurs who need to attract investment for their business. For them, online and one-to-one training sessions will be organized to enhance their skills in business and pitching strategies.

Finally, in order to create concrete business opportunities, pitching events will be organized to increase business angel investment opportunities in female businesses.
